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Resumo: Desde 2020, membros do Grupo de Pesquisa e Extensdo Estudos de Planejamento Urbano e
Regional (EPURA/UFMT) integram o Programa “"Rede Amazonia: Morar, Conviver e Preservar",
resultado da parceria entre a Universidade Federal do Para (UFPA) e o Ministério de Desenvolvimento
Regional (MDR). Constituiu-se 0 Grupo de Trabalho Estadual - Mato Grosso Rede Amazbnia
(GTE/MT_EPURAJUFMT), para contribuir com a pesquisa sobre boas préticas em Regularizagio
Fundiaria Urbana (RFU) em Mato Grosso; 2. fortalecer e articular diversos agentes envolvidos com a
tematica da RFU; 3. Promover apoio em processo de RFU em municipio piloto no estado, conforme
Projeto de Extensdo EpurainRede_Amazonia, estruturado em 03 atividades que se retroalimentam:
"Ndcleo de Estudos Tematicos", "Foérum Estadual Regularizagdo Fundiaria” e "Projeto Piloto
Regularizacdo Fundiaria no municipio de Nova Ubiratd". Este resumo pretende apresentar o
relato/primeiros resultados do “I Férum Estadual Rede Amazoénia (Morar, Conviver e Preservar) —
Regulariza¢do Fundiaria Urbana em Mato Grosso: Possibilidades (d)e A¢ao”, realizado em abril de
2021. A organizacdo do Férum exigiu dedicacdo de todos os membros do GTE-MT (composto por
docentes, egressos e alunos bolsistas do Curso de Arquitetura e Urbanismo da UFMT), realizando
estudos semanais sobre a tematica “Regularizagio Fundiaria”. A medida que se aprofundaram as
discussfes, conhecemos e nos aproximamos de diversos agentes atuantes no Estado. Somou-se ao GTE,
membros do Nucleo de Estudos Juridicos e Pesquisas Ambientais (NEPA/UFMT), o Grupo de Pesquisa
de Geografia Agraria e Conservacdo e Biodiversidade (GECA/UFMT), que colaboraram intensamente
na organizagdo do FOrum e no auxilio para apresentar diferentes realidades. A organiza¢do do evento
ocorreu em um ambiente de integracdo e discussdo horizontalizada entre os membros da Equipe,
quando todos puderam contribuir nas reunibes coletivas para definir dia/periodo de realizacéo,
tematicas, convidados-palestrantes, arte, plataforma (sala virtual do google meet), com transmissao ao
vivo pelo no canal do Youtube do Grupo EPURA/UFMT. Organizava-se um evento de um dia, cujo
processo contribuia na estruturagcdo de rede de comunicacgdo e discussdo — composta por diferentes
agentes - e centrada no debate acerca da implementacdo da Lei Federal 13.465/2017 em é&reas do
Programa Terra Legal. O Férum possibilitou a aproximacéo e interacdo multidisciplinar (area da
arquitetura e urbanismo, direito, geografia), enfatizando a importancia da extensdo universitaria no
enfrentamento das questdes sociais e contribuigdo na elaboracéo, implantacéo e avaliacao das politicas
publicas; interinstitucional (representantes do poder judiciario, gestores e técnicos do executivo federal,
estadual e municipais), membros da sociedade civil organizada, que compartilhavam, entre si e com a
comunidade externa em geral, estudos de caso, experiéncias e 0s alcances e limita¢cbes dos marcos
regulatorios, das estruturas institucionais, das pesquisa-agdes desenvolvidas nas InstituicGes de Ensino
Superior em Mato Grosso. Destaca-se a presenca de representantes de Instituicbes como a Associacao
Mato-Grossense de Municipios, importante agente na relagdo com os 141 municipios mato-grossenses,
Ministério Publico Estadual, Instituto Cidade Legal (entidade da sociedade civil organizada) e de
Técnicos e Gestores da Prefeitura de Nova Ubirata (estreitando relacdo entre as Equipe Técnica do
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Municipio e o GTE-MT, reforcando o apoio institucional para realizacdo do projeto piloto - em
andamento). No ambito do Férum, integrou-se teoria e pratica, multiplos olhares, e saberes revelados
nas discussdes levantadas pelos moderadores, palestrantes e participantes, evidenciando particularidades
da regularizacdo fundiaria no estado de Mato Grosso em relagdo aos estados que compdem a Amazonia
Legal e o Programa Rede Amazénia, e revelando caminhos para efetivamente viabilizar a RFU em
Mato Grosso.
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Abstract: Since 2020, members of the Research Group and Extension Studies of Urban and Regional
Planning (Epura / UFMT) are part of the program “Amazon Network: Live, Living and Preserve”, a
partnership between the Federal University of Para (UFPA) and the Ministry of Regional Development
(MDR). The State Working Group - Mato Grosso Amazon Network (GTE/MT_EPURA/UFMT) was created
to contribute to research on good practices in Urban Land Regularization (RFU) in Mato Grosso; 2.
Strengthen and articulate several agents involved with the RFU theme; 3. Promote support in the RFU process
in a pilot municipality in the state, according to the EpurainRede_Amazdnia Extension Project, structured in
03 activities that feedback into each other: "Thematic Studies Nucleus”, "State Land Regularization Forum"
and "Land Regularization Pilot Project in the Municipality of Nova Ubiratd". This summary intends to
present the report/first results of the "I Amazon Network State Forum (Live, Living and Preserve) — Urban
Land Regularization in Mato Grosso: Possibilities and Action”, which happened in April 2021. The
organization of the Forum required the dedication of all members of the GTE-MT (composed of professors,
undergraduation students and alumni of the Course of Architecture and Urbanism at UFMT), conducting
weekly studies on the theme “Land Regularization”. As the discussions deepened, there was also the
recognition and approximation to several agents operating in the state. The GTE was joined by members of
the Nucleus for Legal Studies and Environmental Research (NEPA/UFMT), the Research Group on Agrarian
Geography and Conservation and Biodiversity (GECA/UFMT), who collaborated intensively in the
organization of the Forum and in helping to present different realities. The organization of the event took
place in an environment of integration and horizontal discussion among the team members, when everyone
could contribute to the collective meetings to define the day and period of realization, themes, guest-speakers,
art, platform (google meet virtual room), broadcast live on the EPURA/UFMT Group's Youtube channel. A
one-day event was organized, whose process contributed to the structuring of a communication and
discussion network - composed of different agents - and centered on the debate on the implementation of
Federal Law 13.465/2017 in areas of the Legal Land Program. The Forum enabled a multidisciplinary
approach and interaction (architecture and urbanism, law, geography), emphasizing the importance of
university extension in facing social issues and contributing to the elaboration, implementation and
evaluation of public policies; inter-institutional (representatives of the judiciary, managers and technicians
of the federal, state and municipal executives), members of organized civil society, who shared, among
themselves and with the external community in general, case studies, experiences and the scope and
limitations of the regulatory milestones, institutional structures, research-actions developed in Higher
Education Institutions in Mato Grosso. The participation of representatives of Institutions stands out, like the
Mato Grosso Association of Municipalities, an important agent in the relationship with the 141 Mato Grosso
municipalities, the State Public Ministry, the Legal City Institute (an entity of organized civil society) and
Technicians and Managers of the Nova Ubiratd City Hall (strengthening the relationship between the
Municipal Technical Team and the GTE-MT, reinforcing institutional support for carrying out the pilot
project - in progress). Theory and practice, multiple perspectives and knowledge revealed in the discussions
raised by moderators, speakers and participants were integrated within the forum, showing particularities of
land regularization in the state of Mato Grosso in relation to the states that make up the Legal Amazon and
the Program Amazon Network, and revealing ways to effectively make the RFU feasible in Mato Grosso.
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
